Course Description and Objectives:

Hoşgeldiniz! To the study of second year Turkish Language and Culture! 
This course is designed  for learners with a first year (beginner level)
knowledge in Turkish language. In this course learners will get the 
competence in expressing themselves in different situations, they will have 
further skills to join conversations, write for specific purposes and  
comprehend sentences in poems, stories and articles. The course offers the 
cultural context through which the learners are exposed to language 
naturally and they will have the chance to learn about a variety of topics in 
Turkish Culture. Students should try to get actively  involved in lessons in 
order to have an effective learning process. The primary aim of the course is 
to learn second year Turkish in an interactive classroom environment.



By the end of this course, the students will,

• be able to comprehend a variety of sentences in Turkish;
• be able to speak second year level Turkish, producing and carrying on 
meaningful conversation, etc;
• have and use a variety of Turkish vocabulary range and will be able to 
conjugate for case, person, and present tense;
• be familiar with more of the general social, psychological and political 
underpinnings of what it means to be ‘Turkish’ in history and in this age;
• have acquired further competency in major events in Turkish history and 
culture; and the current issues in Turkey; and be able to do research and 
converse on these topics;
• have developed and used more of the language learning strategies that will 
help not only with improving their Turkish, but with learning other languages 
too.
